GRIZZ
What trouble was Jesus to you?

CAIAPHAS
He questioned our authority. He healed on the Sabbath. He told people their sins were
forgiven!

ROOKIE
Wait. Isn’t forgiving sins something only God can do?

CAIAPHAS
PRE-cisely!

(shakes his fist in anger)

GRIZZ
And Judas betrayed him. That means Jesus wasn’t just crucified--

(puts on sunglasses)
--he was double-crossed.

SCENE 3: QUESTIONING PETER AND JOHN

GRIZZ and ROOKIE pace around PETER and JOHN,
then question them.

ROOKIE
Simon Peter?

PETER
You can call me, “The Rock.”

JOHN
Not this again.

PETER

Oh, right. Because, “The One Jesus Loved” is such a humble name.

PETER and JOHN push each other a little until GRIZZ
stops them.

GRIZZ
You were both followers of Jesus, correct?



JOHN
Yes, inspector. We were two of his closest disciples.

GRIZZ
I’m sorry to tell you this, but one of your fellow disciples is dead.

JOHN
(worried)
Who?
ROOKIE
Judas.
PETER
(angry)
Oh, him.
GRIZZ

You don’t sound too upset, Mr. “The Rock.”

PETER
He betrayed the Master.

GRIZZ

(pulling out the toy sword)
Hmmm. And is it a coincidence that we found this bloody sword with your fingerprints all
over it?

PETER
That has nothing to do with this!

JOHN
Well, it has something to do with this.

PETER covers JOHN’S mouth.

PETER
Look, I may have cut off someone’s ear...

GRIZZ
Rookie, go check the body for a missing ear.
